Abstract
Inthe article the evaluation of Abylai Khan is given through the comparative analysis of three
generations of his descendants. The specific view, elaborated in Gumilev's Passionate Theory of Ethnogenes
is used. Abylai Khan demonstrated three qualities of the leader: military prowess, diplomatic skills and the
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talent to make shrewd decisions. How these capacities were distributed among his descendants is the matter
of this brief analysis.

Keywords: Gumilev's Passionate Theory of Ethnogenes, Kazakh Penal Code, tragic dilemma, long-
term relations, mutual benefit foundation.

Gumilev's Passionate Theory of Ethnogenes can be illustrated by the senior branch of
descendants of Essym Khan and Janybek Khan. Abylai khan, Kenesary Khan, Shogan Walikhanov
are the bright stars on the horizon of Kazakh history. As Kazakh history has always been turbulent,
it demands from its leaders, persons, who were on the key positions, courage and shrewd decisions.
So, we can definitely say, that the descendants of the Kazakh Penal Code creator and the Kazakh
state founder possessed all necessary qualities, though the line of their activities is not straight. The
entire life of Abylai khan was on the political arena, Kenesary Khan demonstrated his credo in the
fight for Kazakh khans’ power restoration, Shogan Walikhanov was, first of all, a scientist,
researcher.

The common feature of Kazakh leaders, according to the tradition of nobility, was military
prowess. Abylai khan demonstrated bravery from his youth. Well-known episode of his life shows
him as a twenty-year-old hero, successfully fighting against Jungar batyr Sharysh and being praised
by Abul Mambet Khan himself and was (that time informally) endowed by political power.
Nevertheless, his destiny led him to explication of his unique talent of a diplomat. The position of
Kazakh territory between eastern and western powers has always demands from the Kazakh leaders
skilful balancing. Abylai Khan was a great master in it.

The acute feeling of unjust loss of inherited power together with tragic deaths of his father
and brother in uneven struggle did not leave Kenesary Khan a chance to develop other capacities
except the ability to reach the aims by any means.

Shogan Walikhanov, owing to his unusual mixed upbringing and education, managed to
absorb the best thing — knowledge from numerous outstanding persons; he met, and, thanks to his
inquisitive and broad mind, on that basis made a lot of valuable discoveries.

The question is whether specifics of current policies of the three periods dictated their will
and demand different qualities from three Chingizids or they used what they got as the result of
their life lines, which bore no resemblance to cach other. To answer this questions one has to make
imaginary experiment, trying to reconstruct some crucial events with replacement of the figures.
However, we can definitely say that some common qualities are necessary.

Three descendant of the same genealogical line of Chingizids faced dilemmas in their lives. In
front of Abylai Khan there was a dilemma of the strategic preference between two powerful
neighbours. Kenesary Khan could accept Kazakh dependence from Russians as his destiny and take
care of his people through diplomatic channels or (what he ultimately chose, or, more precise, what
had already been chosen for him by his father and his elder brother; their tragic death strengthened
him in his position) the resentment to the reality. Shoqan Walikhanov represented the symbiosis of
Kazakh culture and with Russian culture. Could it possible to choose between the policies of two
states?

As any dilemma is tragic - there is no right choice in it - the figures who faced it are tragic.
Nevertheless, Abylai Khan accepted his double political dilemma as a challenge. Double — because
there had already been an official khan - Abul Mambet - and Abylai Khan took a dare through the
chain of extraordinary actions established double-khan government. Only after that he faced another
challenge — of political kind — the territory location demanded a crucial decision: to choose an ally,
that had to be more powerful. But that task demanded the unimaginable ability of foresight. The
political arena is never stable, so the long-term predictions are impossible. To the blind decision-
making Abylai Khan opposed with the strategy of manoeuvring between the two powerful
neighbours, depending on the circumstances of the moment. In that double dilemma he
demonstrated himself as a legendary person.
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Policy, of that time, in particular, demanded both military prowess and diplomatic skills. He
vas good in both, never becoming a slave of the circumstances. Even when he literally was a
yrisoner of war, he used the situation to make new friends and learn a new language (both
chievements would be useful in future). In spite of the fact that Abylai Khan had not been prepared
or the work of a governor, he did it well. He made the decisions, which circumstances demanded
rom him, and never hesitated or regretted. We cannot see any conflict within him; he was all-of-a-
iiece.

In was not the case of Kenesary Khan's nature. His actions revealed a stormy and
ngovernable personality. The revolted spirit of Kenesary Khan rejected diplomatic ways of
onflict resolution. On disobedience he reacted quickly and violently, not seeking for more peaceful
lecisions.

Niccolo Machiavelli in his “Prince” declared: “A prince ought to have no other aim or
hought, nor select anything else for his study, than war and its rules and discipline; for this is the
ole art that belongs to him who rules, and it is of such force that it not only upholds those who are
orn princes, but it often enables men to rise from a private station to that rank. And, on the
ontrary, it is seen that when princes have thought more of ease than of arms they have lost their
tates. And the first cause of your losing it is to neglect this art; and what enables you to acquire a
tate is to be master of the art.” [1] These instructions to the governor seems to be a slogan to the
vhole life activity of Kenesary Khan. He was definitely agonizing with the loss of lawful right to
xercise authority over his people. And his inner conflict led him to the tragic end.

We cannot feel the conflict of such kind in the personality of Shogan Walikhanov: he never
uffered a dilemma, the necessity to make the choice between the two cultures, which so intricately
atertwined in him. In all his works Shogan Walikhanov speaks from his inner harmony. Inherited
is great grandfather valuable quality, he never hesitated or regretted. In his “Note on judicial
sform” he is calm and persuasive. When he blames the ignorance, corruption and
risunderstanding as the causes of unnecessary innovations introduction, this is only positive
zaction on what is going wrong with optimistic belief, that it can be changed for the better. As
hogan Walikhanov had harmony within himself, naturally he desired that the same harmony was
stablished in his social environment. When he could not see any gpportunity for it (as in the case
f his participation in the military expedition of Colonel Chernyayev) he “withdrew a bid”.

As Shogan Walikhanov was a unique person, in a sense, who had profound knowledge of
1wdigenous culture and was able to explain it to Russian authorities, he felt responsibility for all the
hanges in the steppe, on which he could influence. That’s why he wrote letters to submit to
aperior forces, participated in the scientific and military expeditions and once decided to take an
fficial post.

For instance, in his “Note on judicial reform™ Shogan Walikhanov demonstrates the eagerness
)y make each side comprehensible for the opposite one, and, on the basis of mutual understanding,
djust policy. He sincerely believed that that was the most important thing. The Russians did not
rant to act unilaterally and self-interestedly, but they tried to build the long-term relations, which
re inevitably had to be established on mutual benefit foundation, but the obstacle was in either lack
f understanding, or misunderstanding. And he was the person, who could clarify the matter.

Obviously, Shogan Walikhanov was an ideal person for his unique place in the history, an
idividual, who lived in two galaxies - the galaxies of Russian and Kazakh cultures. Unless
ureaucracy’s self-interest and corruption had hindered from serious analysis of the situations,
thich had been carried on by Shogan Walikhanov in his “Notes” (either about juridical reform, or
pout Islam in the steppe), the relations between Kazakh and Russian sides would have been formed
1 a better way.

Inherited all the qualities of an outstanding person from Abylai Khan, Shogan Walikhanov
ad no opportunity to explicate them to the full extent only because he was not placed by the history
n the position of such crucial importance, as his great grandfather was placed.
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Abylai Khan’s legacy is visible not only in his political, military and diplomatic activity,
which was directed to the preservation of Kazakh state, but also in what he left for his genealogical
line and in demonstration of his exemplary behaviour.
