INFLUENCE OF GEOPOLITICS TO ECONOMY AND SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT OF

CENTRAL ASIA

Central Asia is a vast territory, located in the center of Eurasia. Despite the lack of precise definitions of
boundaries, according to generally accepted view, the region consists of modern states: Uzbekistan, Tajikistan,
Turkmenistan, Kyrgyzstan and Kazakhstan. Central Asia, which takes a total arca of 3,994,400 square km, as a
whole is approximately 10% of the Asian continent. Therefore, it represents an important geostrategic region on
the world map.

The role of Central Asia in international relations is determined by its geographical, geopolitical and economic
potential.

Therefore, the main geopolitical factors affecting the development of the region are:

. location in the center of Eurasia;

. no access to the oceans;

. suffix “-stan™;

. location in the place where Great Silk Road was held

. neighbor countries;

. huge reserves of natural resources;

. struggle against “three evils”.

Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, Tajikistan, Kyrgyzstan and Turkmenistan, located in the “heart™ of Eurasian continent,
which is an extremely important geostrategic factor. Central Asia is a sort of «gateway» between other regions. In
the East China is located and Asia-Pacific as well; South - Afghanistan, the Middle East and some other Islamic
states; West and North - the Caucasus, Turkey, Europe, Russia.

Central Asia does not have an access to the oceans. Closed geographical location makes it quite vulnerable. The
absence of access to oceans hinders its dynamic interaction with the outside world. Historically, being landlocked
is disadvantageous to the development of a state. It impedes direct access to seaborne trade that is a crucial
component of economic and social advance. Coastal regions tended to be wealthier and more heavily populated
than inland ones. For landlocked countries, the effect is particularly strong, as they are limited in their trading
activity with the rest of the world. Moreover, Uzbekistan is even double land—locked; in order to exit to the oceans
it needs to cross the territory of two states, because all neighbors do not have access to oceans too.

In addition, there are serious problems with the image having «-stan» suffix in the names of Central Asian
states. Hostilities, acts of terrorism, tyranny - these are typical associations of the region in the West. From endless
violence in Afghanistan and Pakistan to the cult of personality of Turkmenistan’s dictator - in seven states with the
suffix «-stan» the worst image displays.

Historically, Central Asia has been known as an area connecting Europe, Middle East, South and East Asia
through the Silk Road, thus, the mutual exchange of both tangible and intangible values, in particular - experience,
achievements and thoughts of people inhabiting it. Silk Road had a huge impact on formation of political, economic
and cultural order of the countries through which it passed. Along all its routes large and small trading towns
and villages appeared. There were major ethnic processes, active cultural interaction, large-scale commercial
operations, diplomatic agreements were signed and military alliances were established here. Population of this
region played an outstanding role spreading alphabetic writing and world religions, many cultural and technological
achievements in Asia and the Far East. Consequently, the Great Silk Road was the symbol of the relationships
between East and West.

Central Asia is a strategically interesting for the US, China, Russia and other countries.

United States, acting as a global hegemony, pursuing a number of specific interests in Central Asia, which
include access to control of its energy resources, prevention of interests and influence of Iran, as well as
preventing resuscitated Russian influence in the region. It should be noted that NATO has a special interest,
caused by considering the ongoing operation «International security assistance force» for Central Asia that borders
Afghanistan.

Recently, Russia without exception maintains position of a leading strategic partner of all Central Asian
countrics. Common history, economic interdependence, social conditions, cultural values define development
and interconnectedness of political and economic contacts. Russia is one of the guarantors of regional security
and stability (among other nuclear powers) here. The most important factor in the interaction of Central Asian
countries and Russia is participation in regional economic integration (including transport, energy etc.). Russia
and Central Asian republics need mutual support in struggle against global threats (international terrorism, drug
trafficking and arms smuggling).

China’s relationship with Central Asia is more security like. However, the most concern is gaining access
to region’s energy resources. China has a number of advantages here. Actually, Central Asian states consider
proximity to China as a huge potential for export of their products. From one side, the presence of huge hydrocarbon
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reserves in the Caspian region may dramatically diminish Chinese dependence on Middle Eastern oil in future.
From another side, interest of Central Asian states in investments of Chinese companies, which are necessary for
industrial development opens a wide range of possibilities for Beijing.

Joint anti-terrorist trainings «Peace Mission-2007» is aimed at counteraction «three evil forces» - terrorism,
separatism, extremism, which reflect a constant position of the Shanghai Cooperation Organization. After SCO’s
creation, fight against «three evil forces» is an important content of cooperation between member-countries in
the field of defense and security. Currently, the overall situation in Central Asia is stable. The SCO member-
countries have achieved notable success in political, economic and social spheres. Simultancously, «three evil
forces» are still rampant, many of the factors that threaten security and stability of SCO member-countries have
not been eliminated yet. To date, SCO has repeatedly held joint anti-terrorist trainings, all member-states have
established effective cooperation in the field of anti-terrorism information exchange, legal assistance and others.
Joint counterterrorism trainings within «Peace Mission-2007» is the most large-scale and has the largest number of
participants that were held by the SCO. In addition, the Heads of State and Defense Ministers of member-countries
will also attend and observe trainings of real combatants.

In conclusion, considering all these aspects, the geopolitical location of Central Asian states should be
considered as profitable, but extremely dangerous. This region occupies an advantageous geographical position
and strategically attracts China, Russia, EU, US and «Islamic world» countries.
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
